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4 or 6 Year Plan Activity 
Instructions

Print the A-G requirements and your site’s graduation requirements on one side of legal-sized paper.  On the other side, print a 4 year plan grid (make sure it reflects your school’s schedule/potential schedule—including before and after school offerings as well as summer school or community college). For middle school students, also attach the 2 year plan.
Laminate the document(s) for each student.
Use removable color-coded dot labels to represent each semester of a required/desired course.  Place the correct number of dots next to each “subject area” on the “requirements” page.
Using a fine-tip marker, have students fill in the dots with the titles of the courses they will be taking. (Make sure they do this according to the sequence they would take—for example, will they take Algebra 1 or Geometry as an 8th or 9th grader?)
Students create their 4 or 6-year plans by arranging all of the dots on the “grid” side.  Make sure they make room for ALL graduation requirements as well as college entrance requirements.
At the end of each semester, students revisit their plans:

If a “D” or “F” was earned in any course, the student must re-arrange their dots to accommodate the need to re-take the class and still complete their four or six year plan.
