In February, President Obama signed a stimulus package into law which contains significant dollars for school districts.   These funds include money for Title I and II as well as IDEA, stabilization and incentives. The AVID program meets HR1 and Title I rules for these stimulus funds. 
This page outlines the current Title I guidelines and describes how these funds can be used to support AVID.

	TITLE 1 Part A 

	The mission of AVID is to ensure that ALL students, and most especially the least served students who are in the middle:
Will succeed in rigorous curriculum, will complete a college preparatory path, will enter mainstream activities of the school, will increase their enrollment in four-year colleges, and will become educated, responsible participants and leaders in a democratic society.
AVID’s systemic approach is designed to support students and educators as they increase schoolwide/districtwide learning and performance.
	Program Intent :

The purpose of Title I Part A is to ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high-quality education and reach, at a minimum, proficiency on the state content standards.

	The AVID program focuses on improving student achievement:

· AVID is an additional academic elective class offered to support students in rigorous coursework
· Time spent in AVID tutorials is extended learning time for students to collaborate on content class problems and questions, and AVID instructional materials and support are used in the class.
· Staff development is a key component of AVID; Summer Institute, PATH training and site team sponsored staff training are built into the site team plan yearly.
	Funds may be used in a variety of ways as long as they provide supplemental services that are focused on improving student achievement. Examples: 
· Supplemental support provided by teachers and instructional aides
· Extended learning time
· Instructional materials and other instructional support 

· Staff development 

	· AVID staff development can positively affect the instructional program in the entire school.

·  AVID provides direct services to students, and in addition, funds can be used to purchase curriculum, coordinator released time, travel and conference attendance for the staff.
	A school at or above 40% poverty may use its Title I funds, along with other federal, state, and local funds, to operate an approved schoolwide program that upgrades the instructional program in the whole school. 

· A school site plan is required and the use of funds should be consistent with the plan. 

· It is important to focus funds on direct services to students, though funds may be spent, for example, on employee compensation, instructional materials and supplies, training (related to program), travel and conference (Title I-related.)

	The AVID program targets low income students and those who will be the first in their family to attend college.  These students are the most at risk of failing to achieve and AVID provides them with the supplemental services (tutors, materials, trained teachers) to insure their success.  
	A school with less than 40% poverty must operate a program in which the school identifies students who are failing or most at risk of failing (i.e., targeted assistance).
· Programs must spend funds to supplement and not supplant the existing program. 
· A school site plan is required and the use of funds should be consistent with the plan.
